	Our intention is that pupils at Littledown School, all of whom have SEN, will make expected progress in reading, writing and maths. This will be achieved through quality first teaching, planned individual interventions and consolidation of concepts at home.
Our strategy is to ensure pupils will receive a package of pastoral support, in line with their Education, Health and Care plans (EHCPs) to help them manage their social, emotional and mental health (SEMH) needs in order to access the variety of learning opportunities in school. This will be through group activities and planned individual interventions. Pupils will have access to a range of enrichment experiences that will enhance these learning programmes and provide enjoyable, motivating opportunities.
All pupils at Littledown should attend school consistently so that the gaps in their learning are reduced, and that they have access to a range of support to help them manage their SEMH needs. The school will work alongside pupils and parents to ensure consistent attendance.
All pupils will leave Littledown being a more confident and self-assured person with a broader knowledge of the world around them and their role within society. They will be able to access functional skills independently in order to access wider learning opportunities.
This strategy will work alongside the School Development Plan (SDP) and will support achievement for all. All staff will be included in ensuring a high-quality provision for all pupils.


Challenges

	1
	Staffing has been unstable since the pandemic, which has impacted on experience and skill set of staff team. The school has had difficulties in recruiting appropriately qualified staff.

	2
	Our observations and review of school records conclude that pupils have had disrupted learning opportunities due to changes in school placements and disengagement from education impacting on their outcomes and progress in line with peers. This was further impacted by the pandemic and home learning as identified in national studies.

	3
	Assessments and observations indicate that the quality of pupil writing has decreased, especially after the pandemic. This impacts across all areas of the curriculum when recording and reporting.

	4
	Assessments and observations indicate that mathematical progress could be improved, in line with quality first teaching and support

	5
	Parental engagement is challenging due to minimised opportunities to see parents face to face. This also impacts on attendance and in some cases pupils’ SEMH difficulties.

	6
	Though observations and school data, pupils’ SEMH needs appear more extreme and they are requiring more bespoke packages of support to help with developing understanding and independent monitoring of these needs. This also impacts on exclusion rates.

Science remains an area of strength across the school when measuring progress and attainment indicating that our practical approaches to teaching this subject is having an impact.
Key Stage Two SATs
33% (4) of pupils took Maths SATs tests in summer 2023, whilst 54% (7) of pupils took the Reading SATs. This indicates that the majority of the cohort of children for this year six group, were predominantly working at a lower standard than expected than their national peer group in Maths, but over 50% were working within the expected standard for Reading. However, teacher assessment data indicates that that 58% of children were working towards the standard.
Phonics
Three pupils undertook the Phonics Screening Check in summer 2023. 
33% (1) of children achieved the expected standard. All children based on Teacher assessment were working at pre-key stage one.
Multiplication Tables Check (MTC)
Three out of six children took the MTC. There is no expected standard threshold. However the results showed the pupils achieving as follows:
50% working below expected level
17% (1) scored between 0-10%
17% (1) scored between 50-60%
17% (1) scored between 70-80%
Exclusion & Suspensions 
Following on from the introduction and implementation of Trauma Informed Practices, the school has seen a slight reduction in the number children having fixed term suspensions. This has gone down from 29% of pupils in 2022 to 24% of pupils in 2023.
The average duration of a fixed term suspension is 1.2 days, the same as 2022.
Attendance
The whole school attendance rate has dropped slightly from 86.57% in 2022 to 85.77% in 2023.
2023 Year Six Residential
All children attended the residential successfully. This was a fantastic experience which all children stated they enjoyed immensely.

Moving Forwards
To improve reading and writing next year, we will be introducing a new phonics scheme of work and have reviewed how children will be taught phonics. 
For Maths and English, we will continue to support children who working at least two years below the age-related levels with 1-1 support. This will be focussed on teacher assessment and filling in gaps in prior learning.
Staff will also receive training on improving their maths knowledge.
The school will work on developing library opportunities for children to promote reading for pleasure.
Writing will continue to be taught using the Talk for Writing approach. 
There will be a focus on developing parental engagement with a view of engaging hard to reach families.
The school will also continue its development of Trauma Informed Practices by introducing “Zones of Regulation” education for staff and pupils. 
The school projected it would spend £39,233 and calculated costs were £42,269.92.
